Our team processed an astounding 73,073 EMD calls in 2025, fantastic work, 
everyone! In addition, 2,147 EMD reviews were completed, showing: 

• 62% High Compliance 
• 27% Compliant 
• 6% Partial Compliant 
• 2% Low Compliant 
• 4% Non-Compliant
